NEEDLES
1 pair 23/4mm (no 12) (US 2) needles
23/4mm (no 12) (US 2) circular needle, 80 cm long
31/4mm (no 10) (US 3) circular needle, 80 cm long
Set of 4 double-pointed 23/4mm (no 12) (US 2) needles
Set of 4 double-pointed 31/4mm (no 10) (US 3) needles

BUTTONS – 5 x BN1365 (15 mm) from Bedecked. Please see information page for contact details.
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TENSION
28 sts and 36 rows to 10 cm measured over st st, 29.5 sts and 50 rows to 10 
cm measured over patt, both using 31/4mm (US 3) needles.

SPECIAL ABBREVIATION
wyif = with yarn at front.

SLEEVES
Using set of 4 double-pointed 23/4mm (US 2) needles cast on 70 [72: 76: 76: 78] sts.
Distribute sts evenly over 3 of the 4 needles, place marker to indicate beg of 
round and using 4th needle, now work in rounds as folls:
Round 1 (RS): *K1, P1, rep from * to end.
This round forms rib.
Cont in rib for a further 13 rounds.
Change to set of 4 double-pointed 31/4mm (US 3) needles.
Round 1 (RS): Knit.
Round 2: *Sl 1 wyif, P1, rep from * to end.
Round 3: Knit.
Round 4: *P1, sl 1 wyif, rep from * to end.
Round 5: Knit.
Round 6: As row 2.
Next round: K1, inc in next st, K to last 3 sts, inc in next st, K2. 
72 [74: 78: 78: 80] sts.
Working increases as set by last round, cont in st st (knit every round), inc 
1 st at each end of 6th [6th: 6th: 4th: 4th] and 6 [8: 10: 5: 11] foll 6th [6th: 
6th: 4th: 4th] rounds, then on 5 [4: 3: 11: 7] foll 8th [8th: 8th: 6th: 6th] rounds. 
96 [100: 106: 112: 118] sts.
Cont straight until sleeve meas 32 [33: 34: 34: 34] cm, ending at marker.
Break yarn and leave sts on holders - slip first and last 3 sts onto one holder 
(6 sts in total) for underarm and rem 90 [94: 100: 106: 112] sts onto another 
holder for yoke.

BODY
Using 23/4mm (US 2) circular needle cast on 253 [281: 313: 345: 385] sts.
Working backwards and forwards in rows, cont as folls:
Row 1 (RS): P1, *K1, P1, rep from * to end.

Row 2: K1, *P1, K1, rep from * to end.
These 2 rows form rib.
Cont in rib for a further 17 rows, ending with WS facing for next row.
Change to 31/4mm (US 3) circular needle.
Row 1 (WS): Purl.
Row 2: P1, *sl 1 wyif, P1, rep from * to end.
Row 3: Purl.
Row 4: Sl 1 wyif, *P1, sl 1 wyif, rep from * to end.
Row 5: Purl.
Row 6: As row 2.
Beg with a K row, work in st st until body meas 32 [33: 34: 35: 36] cm, 
ending with RS facing for next row.
Yoke
With RS facing, using 31/4mm (US 3) circular needle, work across sts of body 
and sleeves as folls: K first 60 [67: 75: 83: 93] sts of body - these sts form right 
front section, slip next 6 sts of body onto a holder (for right underarm) and, 
in their place, K across 90 [94: 100: 106: 112] sts of first sleeve, K next 
121 [135: 151: 167: 187] sts of body - these sts form back section, slip next 
6 sts of body onto a holder (for left underarm) and, in their place, K across 
90 [94: 100: 106: 112] sts of second sleeve, K rem 60 [67: 75: 83: 93] sts of 
body - these sts form left front section. 421 [457: 501: 545: 597] sts.
Next row (WS): Purl.
Shape for front neck
Next row: K to last 13 sts, wrap next st (by slipping next st from left needle 
to right needle, taking yarn to opposite side of work between needles and 
then slipping same st back onto left needle - when working back across 
wrapped sts, work the wrapping loop and the wrapped st tog as one st) and 
turn.
Next row: P to last 13 sts, wrap next st and turn.
Next row: K to last 43 [46: 50: 53: 58] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Next row: P to last 43 [46: 50: 53: 58] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Next row: K to last 73 [79: 87: 93: 103] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Next row: P to last 73 [79: 87: 93: 103] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Next row: K to last 103 [112: 124: 133: 148] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Next row: P to last 103 [112: 124: 133: 148] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Next row: K to end.
Beg with a P row, cont in st st as folls:
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
