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BACK (knitted sideways, beg at right side seam)
Using 41/2mm (US 7) needles cast on 47 [49: 51: 53: 55] sts.
Beg with a K row, working in st st throughout, cont as folls: 
Work 4 rows, ending with RS facing for next row. 
Shape right armhole 
Cast on 36 [38: 40: 42: 44] sts at beg of next row. 
83 [87: 91: 95: 99] sts.
Work 5 [7: 7: 9: 11] rows, ending with RS facing for next row. 
Shape right shoulder 
Inc 1 st at beg of next and 2 [3: 1: 2: 3] foll 6th [8th: 8th: 10th: 12th] rows, 
then on 1 [0: 2: 1: 0] foll 8th [-: 10th 12th: -] rows. 
87 [91: 95: 99: 103] sts.**
Work 55 [55: 61: 65: 71] rows, ending with RS facing for next row. 
Shape left shoulder 
Dec 1 st at beg of next and 1 [3: 2: 1: 3] foll 8th [8th: 10th: 12th: 
12th] rows, then on 2 [0: 1: 2: 0] foll 6th [–: 8th: 10th: -] rows. 
83 [87: 91: 95: 99] sts.
Work 5 [7: 7: 9: 11] rows, ending with RS facing for next row. 
Shape left armhole 
Cast off 36 [38: 40: 42: 44] sts at beg of next row. 
47 [49: 51: 53: 55] sts.
Work 3 rows, ending with RS facing for next row. 
Cast off. 
 
LEFT FRONT (knitted sideways, beg at left side seam)
Work as given for back to **, noting that shaping will be for left 
armhole and left shoulder.
Work 7 [7: 9: 11: 13] rows, ending with RS facing for next row. 
Shape front slope 
Cast off 4 [5: 4: 5: 5] sts at beg of next and foll 0 [1: 0: 1: 3] alt rows, 
then cast off 4 sts at beg of foll 9 [8: 10: 9: 7] alt rows.
Work 1 row, ending with RS facing for next row. 
Slip rem 47 [49: 51: 53: 55] sts onto a holder. 
 
RIGHT FRONT (knitted sideways, beg at right side seam)
Using 41/2mm (US 7) needles cast on 47 [49: 51: 53: 55] sts.
Beg with a K row, working in st st throughout, cont as folls: 
Work 5 rows, ending with WS facing for next row. 
Shape armhole 
Cast on 36 [38: 40: 42: 44] sts at beg of next row. 
83 [87: 91: 95: 99] sts.
Work 4 [6: 6: 8: 10] rows, ending with RS facing for next row. 
Shape shoulder 
Inc 1 st at end of next and 2 [3: 1: 2: 3] foll 6th [8th: 8th: 10th: 12th] rows, 
then on 1 [0: 2: 1: 0] foll 8th [-: 10th: 12th: -] rows. 
87 [91: 95: 99: 103] sts.
Work 8 [8: 10: 12: 14] rows, ending with WS facing for next row. 
Shape front slope 
Cast off 4 [5: 4: 5: 5] sts at beg of next and foll 0 [1: 0: 1: 3] alt rows, 
then cast off 4 sts at beg of foll 9 [8: 10: 9: 7] alt rows, ending with 
RS facing for next row.
Slip rem 47 [49: 51: 53: 55] sts onto a holder.

Using 41/2mm (US 7) needles cast on 72 [76: 80: 84: 88] sts.

Join both shoulder seams using back stitch, or mattress stitch if 
preferred.

With RS facing, using 4mm (no 8) circular needle, beg and ending 
at front lower edges, K across 47 [49: 51: 53: 55] sts on right front 
holder, pick up and knit 43 [45: 47: 49: 51] sts up right front slope, 
30 [30: 32: 32: 34] sts from back, and 43 [45: 47: 49: 51] sts down left 
front slope, then K across 47 [49: 51: 53: 55] sts on left front holder. 
210 [218: 228: 236: 246] sts. 
Beg with a P row, work in st st for 3 rows, ending with RS facing 
for next row. 
Row 4 (RS): K45 [47: 49: 51: 53], yfwd, K2tog (to make 
buttonhole), K to end. 
Beg with a P row, cont in st st for a further 7 rows, ending with RS 
facing for next row. 
Cast off.
