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BACK (knitted sideways, beg at right side seam)
Using 4mm (US 6) needles cast on 116 [119: 122: 125: 128] sts.
Row 1 (RS): P2, (K1, P2) 0 [1: 2: 3: 4] times, (K1, inc in next st, K1) 
5 times, *P2, (K1, P2) 5 times, (K1, inc in next st, K1) 5 times, rep 
from * to last 3 sts, P2, K1. 136 [139: 142: 145: 148] sts.
Row 2: K3, *P20, K2, (P1, K2) 5 times, rep from * twice more, P20, 
K2, (P1, K2) 0 [1: 2: 3: 4] times.
Now work in patt as folls:
Row 1 (RS): P2, (K1, P2) 0 [1: 2: 3: 4] times, K20 [0: 20: 20: 20], 
(C10B, C10F) 0 [1: 0: 0: 0] times, *P2, (K1, P2) 5 times, 
K20 [0: 20: 20: 20], (C10B, C10F) 0 [1: 0: 0: 0] times, rep from * to 
last 3 sts, P2, K1.
Row 2: K3, *P20, K2, (P1, K2) 5 times, rep from * twice more, P20, 
K2, (P1, K2) 0 [1: 2: 3: 4] times.
Shape armhole
Row 3: Cast on 46 [49: 52: 55: 58] sts, work across these sts and sts 
of previous row as folls: P1, (K1, P2) 5 [7: 9: 11: 13] times, (K1, inc 
in next st, K1) 5 times, *P2, (K1, P2) 5 times, K0 [20: 20: 20: 20], 
(C10B, C10F) 1 [0: 0: 0: 0] times, rep from * to last 3 sts, P2, K1. 
187 [193: 199: 205: 211] sts.
Row 4: K3, *P20, K2, (P1, K2) 5 times, rep from * 3 times more, 
P20, (K2, P1) 5 [7: 9: 11: 13] times, K1.
Last 4 rows set position of sts – 5 cable panels (of 20 sts) and rem sts 
in body rib patt.
Shape shoulder seam
Keeping body rib patt correct as now set and taking inc sts into 
body rib patt, cont as folls:
Row 5: Inc in first st, rib 15 [21: 27: 33: 39], K20, *rib 17, K20, rep 
from * to last 3 sts, P2, K1.
Row 6: K3, (P20, rib 17) 4 times, P20, rib to last 1 [0: 0: 0: 0] st, 
(inc in last st) 1 [0: 0: 0: 0] times.
Row 7: Inc in first st, rib 17 [22: 28: 34: 40], K20 [20: 20: 0: 0], 
(C10B, C10F) 0 [0: 0: 1: 1] times, *rib 17, K20 [20: 20: 0: 0], 
(C10B, C10F) 0 [0: 0: 1: 1] times, rep from * to last 3 sts, P2, K1.
Row 8: As row 6.
Row 9: Inc in first st, rib 19 [23: 29: 35: 41], K20, *rib 17, K20, rep 
from * to last 3 sts, P2, K1.
Row 10: As row 6.
Row 11: Inc in first st, rib 21 [24: 30: 36: 42], K20 [20: 0: 20: 20], 
(C10B, C10F) 0 [0: 1: 0: 0] times, *rib 17, K20 [20: 0: 20: 20], (C10B, 
C10F) 0 [0: 1: 0: 0] times, rep from * to last 3 sts, P2, K1.
Row 12: K3, (P20, rib 17) 4 times, P20, rib to end. 
194 [197: 203: 209: 215] sts.
Last 12 rows form cable patt (with body rib patt either side).
Keeping cables correct as now set (on 3rd [next: 11th: 7th: 7th] and every 
foll 12th row), cont as folls:
Inc 1 st at beg (shoulder seam edge) of next and foll 12 [14: 10: 6: 1] alt 
rows, then on 0 [1: 5: 9: 14] foll 4th rows, taking inc sts into body rib 
patt. 207 [213: 219: 225: 231] sts.
Work 1 [3: 3: 3: 3] rows, ending with RS facing for next row.
Shoulder shaping is now complete.
Place marker at end of last row (to denote neck point of first 
shoulder seam).**
Work 62 [62: 64: 66: 70] rows, ending with RS facing for next row.
Place another marker at end of last row (to denote neck point of
