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BODY
Using 4½mm (US 7) circular needle cast on 160 [180: 200: 220: 240] sts.
Taking care not to twist cast-on edge, now work in rounds 
throughout as folls:
Round 1 (RS): *K1, P1, rep from * to end.
This round forms rib.
Place marker at end of last round to denote beg and end of 
rounds.
Cont in rib until work meas 8 cm.
Change to longer 5½mm (US 9) circular needle.
Next round (RS): Knit.
This round forms st st.
Cont in st st for a further 3 rounds.
Next round: *K8 [9: 10: 11: 12], M1, rep from * to end. 
180 [200: 220: 240: 260] sts.
Work 7 rounds.
Next round: *K9 [10: 11: 12: 13], M1, rep from * to end. 
200 [220: 240: 260: 280] sts.
Work 7 rounds.
Next round: *K10 [11: 12: 13: 14], M1, rep from * to end. 
220 [240: 260: 280: 300] sts.
Work 7 rounds.
Next round: *K11 [12: 13: 14: 15], M1, rep from * to end. 
240 [260: 280: 300: 320] sts.
Cont straight until work meas 26 [27: 28: 29: 30] cm.
Divide for armhole openings
Next round: K65 [70: 75: 80: 85] and slip these sts onto a 
holder, K110 [120: 130: 140: 150] and slip these sts onto another 
holder, K rem 65 [70: 75: 80: 85] sts and slip these sts onto same 
holder as first set of sts.
Break yarn. 
Shape front 
Slip 110 [120: 130: 140: 150] sts from holder onto 5½mm (US 9) 
straight needles and rejoin yarn with RS facing.
Now working in rows, not rounds, cont as folls:
Row 1 (RS): K1, sl 1, K1, psso, K to last 3 sts, K2tog, K1. 
108 [118: 128: 138: 148] sts.
Beg with a P row, cont in st st until work meas 17 [18: 19: 20: 21] cm 
from dividing round, ending with WS facing for next row.
Next row (WS): P1, M1, P to last st, M1, P1. 
110 [120: 130: 140: 150] sts.
Break yarn and leave these sts on another holder.
Shape back 
Slip 130 [140: 150: 160: 170] sts from holder onto 5½mm (US 9) 
straight needles and rejoin yarn with RS facing.
Now working in rows, not rounds, cont as folls:
Row 1 (RS): K1, sl 1, K1, psso, K to last 3 sts, K2tog, K1. 
128 [138: 148: 158: 168] sts.
Beg with a P row, cont in st st until work meas 17 [18: 19: 20: 21] cm 
from dividing round, ending with WS facing for next row.
Next row (WS): P1, M1, P to last st, M1, P1. 
130 [140: 150: 160: 170] sts.
Break yarn.
Slip last 65 [70: 75: 80: 85] sts of last row onto another holder.
Join sections
Using longer 5½mm (US 9) circular needle, K 65 [70: 75: 80: 85] sts 
of 2nd half of back, then K across 110 [120: 130: 140: 150] sts

Tension 
18 sts and 23 rows to 10 cm measured over st st 

using 5½mm (US 9) needles.

Special Abbreviations
sL2togK = slip 2 sts as though to K2tog; 

p2sso = pass 2 slipped sts over.
