Valley Tweed

NEEDLES
1 pair 3¼mm (no 10) (US 3) needles
3mm (no 11) (US 2/3) circular needle no more than 40 cm long

BUTTONS - 6 x  A1964/C From Groves & Banks. Please see 
information page for contact details.

TENSION 
26 sts and 42 rows to 10 cm measured over patt using 3¼mm 
(US 3) needles. 

BACK
Using 3¼mm (US 3) needles cast on 202 [230: 250] sts.
Row 1 (RS): K8, *P2, K2, rep from * to last 6 sts, K6.
Row 2: K6, P2, *K2, P2, rep from * to last 6 sts, K6.
Row 3: As row 2.
Row 4: As row 1.
These 4 rows set the sts – 6 sts in g st at each end of rows with all 
other sts in patt.**
Cont as now set until back meas 62 [66: 70] cm, ending with RS
facing for next row.
Shape shoulders
Row 1 (RS): Patt to last 3 [4: 4] sts, wrap next st (by slipping next 
st from left needle onto right needle, taking yarn to opposite side 
of work between needles and then slipping same st back onto left 
needle - when working back across wrapped sts work the wrapped
st and the wrapping loop tog as one st) and turn.
Row 2: As row 1.
Row 3: Patt to last 6 [8: 8] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Row 4: As row 3.
Row 5: Patt to last 9 [12: 12] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Row 6: As row 5.
Row 7: Patt to last 12 [16: 16] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Row 8: As row 7.
Cont in this way, working 3 [4:4] less sts on every pair of rows before
wrapping next st and turning, until the foll WS row has been worked:
Next row (WS): Patt to last 30 [76: 40] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Now working 4 [5: 5] less sts on every pair of rows before wrapping
next st and turning, cont until the foll WS row has been worked:
Next row (WS): Patt to last 78 [91: 100] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Next row (RS): Patt to end.
This completes shoulder shaping.
Now working all sts in g st, cont as folls:
Work 1 row, ending with RS facing for next row.
Shape back neck
Next row (RS): K82 [95: 104] and turn, leaving rem sts on a holder.

Work each side of neck separately.
Dec 1 st at neck edge of next 4 rows. 78 [91: 100] sts.
Work 1 row, ending with RS facing for next row.
Break yarn and leave these 78 [91: 100] sts on a holder (for right 
shoulder seam).
With RS facing, slip centre 38 [40: 42] sts onto another holder (for
collar), rejoin yarn and K to end.
Dec 1 st at neck edge of next 4 rows. 78 [91: 100] sts.
Work 1 row, ending with RS facing for next row.
Break yarn and leave these 78 [91: 100] sts on another holder (for
left shoulder seam).

FRONT
Work as given for back to **.
Cont as now set until front meas 17 cm, ending with RS facing for 
next row.
Next row (buttonhole row) (RS): K2, K2tog, yfwd (to make first 
buttonhole of this pair of buttonholes), patt to last 4 sts, yfwd, sl 1,
K1, psso (to make second buttonhole of this pair of buttonholes), K2.
Cont straight until front meas 29.5 [30: 30.5] cm, ending with RS
facing for next row.
Rep buttonhole row once more – second pair of buttonholes completed.
Cont straight until front meas 42 [43:44] cm, ending with RS facing 
for next row.
Rep buttonhole row once more – third pair of buttonholes 
completed.
Cont straight until front matches back to beg of shoulder shaping,
ending with RS facing for next row.
Shape shoulders
Row 1 (RS): Patt to last 3 [4: 4] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Row 2: As row 1.
Row 3: Patt to last 6 [8: 8] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Row 4: As row 3.
Row 5: Patt to last 9 [12: 12] sts, wrap next st and turn.
Row 6: As row 5.
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
