YARN
Co!on DK (50gm) 
 9  9 10 11 12 13 14 15 16
(photographed in Macaroon 011) 

NEEDLES
1 pair 3.25mm (no 10) (US 3) needles
3.25mm (no 10) (US 3) circular needle no longer than 60cm

TENSION
24 sts and 28 rows to 10cm meas over patt using 3.25mm (US 3) needles 

EXTRAS
Stitch holders

BACK
Using 3.25mm needles cast on 111 [121: 
133: 143: 155: 165: 177: 187: 199] sts. 
Row 1 (RS): K1, *P1, K1, rep from * to end. 
Row 2: P1, *K1, P1, rep from * to end. 
Last 2 rows form rib. Cont in rib until 
back meas 7cm, ending with WS facing 
for next row. 
Next row (WS): Patt 8 [6: 7: 6: 6: 6: 5: 
6: 4], M1, *patt 12 [11: 12: 11: 12: 11: 12: 11: 12], 
M1, rep from * to last 7 [5: 6: 5: 5: 5: 4: 
5: 3] st(s), patt 7 [5: 6: 5: 5: 5: 4: 5: 3]. 
120 [132: 144: 156: 168: 180: 192: 204: 216] sts 
Row 1 (RS): Purl.
Row 2: Knit.
Row 3: *P1, K1, rep from * to end. 
Row 4: As row 3. 
These 4 rows set pattern, cont in pattern 
until back meas 40 [40: 41: 41: 42: 42: 42: 
43: 43] cm, ending with RS facing for 
next row. 
Shape armholes
Cast o# 4 [8: 10: 12: 16: 18: 22: 26: 30] sts 
at beg of next 2 rows. 112 [116: 124: 132: 
136: 144: 148: 152: 156] sts **
Cont until armhole meas 19 [20: 21: 23: 
24: 26: 27: 28: 29] cm, ending with 
RS facing for next row. 
Shape shoulders and back neck
Cast o# 9 [10: 11: 12: 13: 14: 14: 15: 15] sts, 
patt until 23 [23: 25: 27: 29: 31: 31: 33: 35] sts 
are on right needle, turn leaving rem sts 
on stitch holder. 
Dec 1 st at neck edge on next 3 rows 
AND AT SAME TIME cast o# 10 [10: 11: 12: 
13: 14: 14: 15: 16] sts at beg of 2 foll 
RS rows. 
Fasten o#. 

With RS facing slip next 48 [50: 52: 54: 
52: 54: 58: 56: 56] sts onto a stitch holder 
for back neck, rejoin yarn and patt to 
end. Work as for other side reversing 
shapings. 

FRONT
Work as for back to **.
Shape front neck 
Patt 52 [54: 58: 60: 62: 66: 66: 68: 70] sts, 
turn leave rem sts on stitch holder. Work 
one row.
Dec 1 st at neck edge on next and foll 
21 [22: 21: 16: 15: 16: 10: 9: 7] alt rows, then 
on every foll 4th row 1 [1: 2: 6: 7: 8: 12: 
13: 15] time(s). 29 [30: 34: 37: 39: 41: 43: 
45: 47] sts
Cont without shaping until front 
matches length of back to start of 
shoulder shaping with RS facing for 
next row. 
Shape shoulders
Cast o# 9 [10: 12: 13: 13: 13: 15: 15: 15] sts 
at beg of next row. 
Work 1 row. 
Cast o# 10 [10: 11: 12: 13: 14: 14: 15: 16] sts 
at beg of next and foll alt row. 
Fasten o#. 
With RS facing cast o# next 8 [8: 8: 12: 12: 
12: 16: 16: 16] sts. Rejoin yarn and patt to 
end. 52 [54: 58: 60: 62: 66: 66: 68: 70] sts. 
Work as for other side of neck reversing 
shapings. 

MAKING UP
Join both shoulder seams using mattress 
stitch or back stitch if preferred. 
Collar
With RS facing and using 3.25mm (US 3) 
circular needles pick up and knit 47 [48: 
50: 55: 56: 59: 63: 66: 68] sts up right
